RESPONSIBILITIES OF WORKER ASSIGNMENTS
1.)  FRONT DOOR # 1:  Collect admissions, sell tournament programs, sell split the pot tickets, provide half-time shoot out tickets to all children (16 & under) as they enter the gym. 
NOTE: After each half time shootout, all tickets are discarded. Children must get a “new” ticket to be eligible for the next game’s halftime shootout.
2.)  FRONT DOOR # 2:  Collect admissions, sell tournament programs, sell split the pot tickets, provide half-time shoot out tickets to all children (16 & under) as they enter the gym.
NOTE: After each half time shootout, all tickets are discarded. Children must get a “new” ticket to be eligible for the next game’s halftime shootout.

3.)  SCOREBOARD OPERATOR:  Starts & stops game clock (according to game rules), updates team scores on scoreboards, properly uses horn (to signal substitutions, time-out warnings, etc.).  Also operates possession arrow.
4.) SCOREBOOK # 1:  Maintain official record of home or visitor score and fouls.
5.)  SCOREBOOK # 2:  Maintain official record of home or visitor score and fouls.
6.)  ANNOUNCER:  Prior to start of game, announce each teams’ players and coaches, announce names of: substituting players; pertinent foul info (player called for foul, total # of fouls assessed to player and his/her team, if a shooting foul, name of player at the line, etc.)
7.)  GYM SECURITY:  Maintain safe environment for all players, coaches, spectators, and referees in gym.  During games, ALL SPECTATORS MUST be sitting in the bleachers, NOBODY is allowed to sit on the floor.  In between games, you MUST erect a rope barrier at the edge of the out of bounds line, and permit ONLY the players, coaches, refs, and workers access to the game floor.  Strictly enforce the following rules: no “open” drinks in gym (drinks with secure lids like bottled water & Gatorade are OK), only “packaged foods are permitted (i.e. candy bars, lolly-pops, popcorn.  NO PIZZA, CONEYS
8.)  CAFETERIA SECURITY/CLEAN UP:  Maintain safe environment.  Strictly enforce all rules of behavior. (No fighting, running, screaming/use of profanity, throwing of food, no Dribbling basketballs, throwing of any kind (soccer, football, baseball, Frisbees, hacky-sacks, etc.).  No skateboarding, rollerskates/rollerblades/heelies, etc.)
9.)  ROAMING SECURITY/CLEAN UP:  Maintain safe environment.  Strictly enforce all rules of behavior. (No fighting, running, screaming/use of profanity, throwing of food, no Dribbling basketballs, throwing of any kind (soccer, football, baseball, Frisbees, hacky-sacks, etc.).  No skateboarding, rollerskates/rollerblades/heelies, etc.)
10.) SNACK TABLE # 1:  Sell food items (pizza, popcorn, coneys, chili, etc.), candies, baked goods and bottled water and Gatorade.  Also responsible for selling spirit shop items (t-shirts, pom-poms, etc.)
11.)  SNACK TABLE # 2:  Sell food items (pizza, popcorn, coneys, chili, etc.), candies, baked goods and bottled water and Gatorade.  Also responsible for selling spirit shop items (t-shirts, pom-poms, etc.)
12.)  SPLIT THE POT:  Sell tickets for split the pot (drawing conducted during halftime of each game). This person should walk throughout the gym and cafeteria selling tickets.
13.)  BAR # 1:  Responsible for selling soft drinks.  Bottled water and Gatorade are sold at the snack table.  NOTE: All players are given a ticket valid for one free fountain drink (bottled water & Gatorade not included)
14.)  BAR # 2:  Responsible for selling soft drinks.  Bottled water and Gatorade are sold at the snack table.  NOTE: All players are given a ticket valid for one free fountain drink (bottled water & Gatorade not included)
15.)  PARKING LOT SECURITY:  Maintain safe environment throughout the parish property.  Primary areas of “patrol” should be the parking lot and the area outside the gym & cafeteria entrances.    Strictly enforce all rules of behavior, such as: No smoking, No fighting, No skateboarding, rollerskates/blades/heelies, etc.  About 2 years ago, the cars of 10-15 spectators were vandalized.  The tournament is a reflection of the entire St. Therese Parish and it is incumbent upon everyone to protect the Parish’s reputation.
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
